Administrative Structure

Parksend recreation functions in Kawkawlin Township are administered by e seven-member
Parks and Recremion Committee. The commitiee members are appointed by the Township Board
and their actions g e subject 1o Board approval. The Township hires someone to mow the grass in

the park each year. The Kawkawlin Ball League maintains the ball fields.
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The Kawkawlin Ball Leagueand the Tri Village Leaguework with Kawkawlin Townshipin
offering a summer ball program. Thelocal AmericanY outh Soccer program and the Bay Area
Soccer Association use both parksin Kawkawlin for practiceand some games. Approximately
30 to 40 volunteersassist by coaching and working in the concession stand for each ball season.
More volunteersassist with specia events. ThePark and Recreation Committeehasimproved
theentire park with many volunteer hoursand volunteers.

Kawkawlin
Township also ownsfour Saginaw Bay waterfront access points. Those include a small beach
park knows as Brissette Beach and three road end easements. Another important park in the
community is Linwood Bicentennia Park, owned by the Pinconning School District. The parks
